1893, December 1899, July 1904, August 1908, and October 1922. On each of the maps, the building is labeled "W
HO." (Warehouse) or "STORAGE HO." with the notation that its gables are iron clad ("IR. CL."). Earlier Sanborn
maps published in 1886 and 1890 do not cover this area of town south of Pacific Avenue. The gabled addition
was reportedly built onto the west elevation in the 1970s as part of an extensive remodeling effort as the building

was converted into a restaurant.
